Summary: Who is considered a historian in Greek society today? Who is legitimized to
speak about the past in an authoritative discourse and what does “authoritative
discourse” mean in a given historical context? How was the professional identity of
historians shaped and what role did it play in each time period? How does this identity
relate to the conceptions of history that have dominated and are dominant in the public
sphere, and how does it converse with other actors and agents who give discourse about
the past? How did competing discourses about the past work, how do they work today,
and what is the place of historians in this process?

The seminar focuses on the formation of the concept of the historian as a distinct
scientific capacity, as a profession and as a social actor, from the beginning of the 20th
century to the present day. Given that the status of historian was constituted as a
distinct academic and scientific field in the last quarter of the 20th century in Greece
and mainly through the example of modern Greek history, it will attempt to understand
this different temporality in comparison with the countries of Western Europe.

The seminar will begin with the gradual recognition of the autonomy of modern Greek
history from classical and Byzantine studies; it will focus on the formation of the
concept of the national historian and on the rupture marked by the interwar emergence
of Marxist ideas, and subsequently by the postwar political divisions. With regard to the
Metapolitefsi, the emphasis will be placed not only on the emergence of the status of the
historian, but also on the formation of a dynamic historical community in conjunction
with the development of historical studies.

In any case, the formation of the status of historian occurred in a continuous dialogue

with political and social developments, with changes in modern Greek historiography
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and with European parallels. Therefore, the seminar will examine not only the field of
academic historiography, but also the different perceptions of the concept of “the
historian”, the public discourse and practices related to the study of history, the
mechanisms of production, consumption and dissemination of historical discourse, as
well as the role of different actors (institutions, individuals, groups, parties, and so on)

in the historicization of the distant and recent national past.

Summary: The seminar will focus on the information provided about the Ottoman
administration by the Greek chronicles that cover the period from ca. 1453 till around
the end of the 16t century. As indicative examples, except the four “chronicles relating
the Fall of Constantinople” (Ducas, Sphrantzes, Chalcocandylas, Critobulus) we mention

the “Ecthesis Chronica” (ca 1543), the “Historia Patriarchica Constantinopoleos” (1578)
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and the “Chronicle of Pseudo-Dorotheos” (end of the 16th century). The main field of
research will cover the institutions of the Ottoman state, the Ottoman economy and
society as they appear through the above mentioned texts. Particular attention will be
accorded on matters of political ideology: were the Ottoman sultans considered through
those chronicles as “infidels”, “oppressors” or “destroyers of civilization” or on the
contrary as “instruments of Divine Providence” and “legal monarchs”? The different
approaches of the chroniclers on such matters seem to depend on their attachment on
the Roman Catholic Church (“Unionists”) or on the contrary on the Orthodox
Patriarchate of Constantinople. They also depend on the time the texts under question
were composed. The above mentioned issues will be studied with the support of the
existing secondary bibliography on matters such as the organization of the Ottoman

state and society as well as the status of the Orthodox subjects of the Ottoman sultans

after the fall of the Byzantine Empire.

Summary: This course will address Greek policy in the Middle East during the Cold War
era. Greek policy had been determined by a mixture of political, strategic and regional
factors: the Greek security problem; the need to secure the Arab votes concerning the
Greek interests before the United Nations (with special emphasis on the Cyprus
problem); the existence of the Greek Orthodox Patriarchates of Jerusalem and
Alexandria; commercial and economic interests in the Eastern Mediterranean; and the
need to take into account the position of the Greek community of Alexandria. The
students are expected to become familiar with the historiographical debates and carry

out research in primary sources (state archives, personal papers, the Press etc.).

Summary: In this seminar we will attempt to approach the history of the Greek world
under Ottoman rule through the prism of the prevailing regime of violence and the
transformations it underwent during the Greek Revolution. We will examine violence
both as a means of imposition, subjugation and conquest, and as a logic of governance
and the constitution of economic, social and political relations, as well as a cultural
practice. In this context, we will pay particular attention to the 'world of arms' and will
revisit from the perspective of more recent contributions issues concerning the klephts

and the armatoloi, as well as the irregular soldiers of the Greek Revolution.

Summary: The seminar examines the Greek twentieth century through the lens of
women'’s history. Placing women'’s and gender history in Greece both in an international
context and in the context of Greek historiography, it focuses on the changing conditions
of female population, considerations about women'’s place in society and the public
interventions for its improvement. It also looks at the representations of women and
their transformation over time, their struggles for equal economic, social and political
rights, the consequences that political changes, wars, social and cultural developments
of the last century had on women'’s lives and the ways in which women themselves
contributed to the shaping of modern Greek society.

We will explore the historical changes in family, education and work that were decisive
for women and gender relations, the variety of women’s public interventions and their
participation in different social and political movements, such as the feminist
movement. Additionally, we will examine the main legislative reforms concerning their
status and rights. As the seminar covers the broad chronological span of the twentieth
century, we will be concerned with the continuities and changes between its different
sub-periods and trace possible different periodizations that arise from questions about
the themes we will examine.

Fundamental to the study of women’s history is the analytical category of gender, which
will form the theoretical underpinning of the seminar together with other analytical
categories that generate social difference, such as class, age, sexuality and ethnicity. The

historiography that has highlighted and studied women’s historical trajectories
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through these analytical categories is itself one of the most important aspects of
women'’s history, as it has broadened historical research by demonstrating how gender
has influenced the formation of class relations and family hierarchies, national identity,
social protest and politics. In this seminar we will insist on analysing both this
historiography and historical evidence that will enable us to historicise both the
perspectives of women themselves and the discourses, institutions and practices within
which their lives and social relations were embedded and shaped. A particular aspect
of the seminar will be the attempt to map women'’s actions in periods that have been
understudied in this respect, such as the early post-war decades.

Through intensive discussions of the reading in class, group work, practice in writing a
short bibliographical commentary and, most importantly, a research paper on primary
sources, the seminar will offer students the opportunity to approach the Greek
twentieth century and the intertwining of its social and political history with the

European and international context in a different way.

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Summary: The natural sciences and their technological applications have undoubtedly
influenced the historical events of the last four centuries. Nuclear energy,
telecommunications and the invention of the steam engine are just some examples
where the study of nature has determined the historical course of states and nations.
However, the history of technology and science continues to be considered an 'internal’
narrative, which only concerns specialists, and which is not tangential to European and
Greek history. At the same time, the natural sciences have earned the epistemic
distinction of 'certain knowledge', the invocation of which is unquestionable. Rarely,
however, is this authority recognised as the result of a long historical course, the
outcome of which was neither predetermined nor linear.

The course aims to describe the two-way relationship between the emergence of
modern science and technology, and European and Greek history, from the 17th
century to the 20th. The transition from Natural Philosophy to the modern Natural
Sciences, and the parallel technological developments, will be studied through their
interaction with the Reformation, the Enlightenment, the French Revolution, and later
the Industrial Revolution. The emergence of contemporary features of scientific
practice will be related to the emergence of modern nationalism, colonialism, and later
the World Wars and the Cold War.

In this context, indicative topics of discussion include the meaning and content of the
Scientific Revolution, Newtonism as a scientific, philosophical and political theory, the
theories of heat and electricity and their relation to the steam engine and the telegraph,
Darwinism and eugenic theories and the development of the nuclear bomb.

As historiographical topics, we will also discuss the relationship between science and
religion, feminist critiques of science, science in art and questions of transfer, diffusion

and mediation in knowledge.

Summary: The course will discuss the emergence of new forms of social activity and
international cooperation: human rights, technological developments (satellites,
computers, the Seabed and others), the environment, the oil shocks, financial/economic
deliberations, détente and the trend towards multilateralism. These themes also
reflected changes in the value systems of the late postwar period, and contributed to
the entry of the Western world into the «post-industrial» era. The course will also
discuss the degree of the adjustment of Greece to these trends, focusing on the 1975
Constitution, foreign policy, the economy, culture. The students are expected to make
research not only in the available bibliography, but also in primary sources, mainly the

press.

Summary: During the so-called Victorian era (circa 1837-1901), Britain, the cradle of
industrialization, the home of political and economic liberalism, and parliamentarism,
a rising and then dominant colonial power, was the center of fundamental
developments that exerted considerable influence within and beyond Europe.

The seminar will focus on aspects of the social, economic, political, cultural history of
Victorian England. We will deal with the social stratification, the formation of the

middle- and working classes, the development and character of urban centers (notably
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London), politics, political ideologies and the functioning of the parliamentary system,
with political parties, and the development of political and social movements, with male
and female role models and stereotypes, the political and economic role of the ruling
classes, the positions, roles and itineraries of men and women, the ideal of the bourgeois
family and the central position of children within it, poverty and charities, aspects of

daily work, daily life, Victorian cultural norms and perceptions.

Summary: This seminar focuses on various (religious, ethnic, social etc.) groups that
found themselves on the margins of European society during the High and Late Middle
Ages on account of certain characteristics, real or alleged, that differentiated them from
the majority of the population. This included, among others, the Jewish and Muslim
communities, those considered as heretics, the lepers et al. The seminar will explore the
factors that led to the foregrounding and the increasing categorisation of alterity during
the period - as well as the methods of restriction, marginalisation and persecution that
these groups faced. A central question is to what extent these observable tendencies led
to the “formation of a persecuting society”, in the famous formulation of Robert Ian
Moore. Among other aspects, the seminar will examine the strengthening of
centralisation and the bureaucratic structures of both the Church and lay authorities,
the role of intellectuals, the social and demographic transformations, the intellectual

developments and the reform movements of the era.

Summary: According to Enzo Traverso, the revolution is “a basic category of historical
interpretation, which entails a specific interpretation of the present”. The seminar aims
to highlight the particular dynamics of the French Revolution as a historical event,
collective memory (local/national/global) and as a historiographical problem.
Intellectual history is chosen as the privileged interpretive tool because it often
transcends the taxonomic rigidities of political and social history, among other things,
by paying attention to the particular dynamics engendered by the “emotional

dimension” of the Revolution. Emphasis is given to the historiographical debate on the
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nature and legacy of the French Revolution, as it climaxed in 1989. The revisionist
historiography of the ‘school’ of Francois Furet promoted its interpretive causal chain,
linking the ‘revolutionary terror’ of the Jacobins to Soviet totalitarianism in the 20th
century. Reaction to the revisionist thesis by numerous historians has been recently
enhanced by comparative approaches to the multi-levelled revolutionary phenomenon
in the 17th and 18th centuries, in England, the American colonies, France and the ‘sister
republics’ engendered by the French Revolution. Basic conclusion from the critical
overview of the debate, a dominant presentism which instrumentalizes the past in

order to prevent similar ‘ominous’ developments in the present.

representations of history and memory shape our understanding of the past. Examining
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a wide range of artworks, from painting and sculpture to digital media and
performance, we will explore the shifts from conventional history painting to the so-

called “historiographic turn” in contemporary art.

Summary: What stories do artworks tell? The work of art, the museum, the monument,
the exhibition, and the artist are all historically defined concepts. Whose story do they
present? How do artists address historical events, the “silences” of history, and the
“sensitive”, contested, and traumatic historical past in their work? How does
contemporary art engage with memory, the archive, oral history, and historical
research? Why do contemporary artists often assume the role of amateur historians,
aiming to create alternative narratives of the past? In this seminar, we will analyze the
ways in which historical events and narratives are represented, interpreted, and
challenged in 20th and 21st century art. We will also consider how artistic
representations of history and memory shape our understanding of the past. Examining
a wide range of artworks, from painting and sculpture to digital media and

performance, we will explore the shifts from conventional history painting to the so-
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called “historiographic turn” in contemporary art.

Summary: Leonardo da Vinci (1452-1519) decided to settle in Milan, a city famous for
being a center for weapon production. The seminar will examine the cultural
environment in the court of Ludovico Sforza (1452-1508), Leonardo's artistic
production during the first and second periods of his stay in the city (1482-99 and
1508-13) as well as the political developments that took place at the end of the 15th
century and the impact of the French invasions that ended a period of stability and
peace in the Italian peninsula. The important commissions he received and his relation

with prominent patrons are furthermore analyzed.
