Summary: The seminar examines the period of the military dictatorship and the
anti-dictatorship struggle (1967-1974) through the lens of political and cultural
history. By analyzing the key events of the time and placing this period within
the broader continuum of the 20th-century Greek experience, the seminar will
explore culture both as a tool of control and as a field of resistance. At the same
time, it will investigate continuities and ruptures with the past, as well as the
new elements that emerged during the period. On the one hand, we will focus on
the dictatorial regime which, as part of its broader political agenda, implemented
measures aimed, from one perspective, at control, censorship, and manipulation,
and, from another, at development. Special emphasis will be placed on the
cultivation of mass culture, with the media —especially the emerging medium of
television— playing a central role. On the other hand, the seminar will give
special attention to the new cultural practices that emerged within the anti-
dictatorship movement. These practices engaged in a continuous dialogue with
international trends, shaping new forms of collectivity, memory, and political
consciousness that had a significant impact on the post-dictatorship cultural
landscape. The aim is to highlight the period not only as one of repression and
censorship but also as a time of intense experimentation tied to new forms of
subjectivity. Additionally, the seminar will address major issues such as the
formation of national identity, the relationship with the national past,

modernization, and the Europeanization of the country — all of which were
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central themes in public discourse and debate. The seminar will draw on a
variety of archival sources as well as literary, cinematic, theatrical, and visual art

works, exploring themes that will engage all participants.

Greece’s participation in the Balkan Entente; Greece’s diplomatic orientations
prior to the Second World War; the Cyprus Question; Greece’s alignment with the
Western defense system during the early Cold War; its integration into the
European Economic Community; Greek-Turkish tensions and crises after 1973;
and the Macedonian Question. Students are expected to engage with key
historiographical debates and carry out research based on primary sources

(state archives, personal papers, the press etc.).

Summary: In this seminar we will explore the history of the Greek world under
Ottoman rule through the prism of the prevailing regime of violence and the
transformations it underwent during the Greek Revolution. We will examine
violence both as a means of imposition, subjugation and conquest, and as a logic
of governance and constitution of economic, social and political relations, as well
as a cultural practice. Witnin this context, particular attention will be given to the
‘world of weapons’ and we will revisit issues concerning the klephts and the
armatoloi, as well as the irregular soldiers of the Greek Revolution, drawing on

insights from recent scholarly contributions.

Summary: This graduate seminar explores the Janissary corps (Yeniceri) of the
Ottoman Empire from its 14th-century origins to its dissolution in 1826. Moving
beyond traditional military narratives, the course explores recent scholarship
that positions Janissaries as dynamic socio-political actors whose evolution
reflects broader patterns of early modern state transformation. We will follow a
roughly chronological path in the first half of the course, examining the founding,

evolution, and the role of the Janissaries in the so-called “classical period,” and
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then shift to thematic studies of their socioeconomic, cultural, religious, and
political impacts. We will delve into “Janissarism” as a broader phenomenon and
examine their recruitment (the devsirme system), training, military organization
and battlefield role, their frequent political interventions and revolts, their
integration into urban life and trades, questions of social mobility and privilege,
the Janissaries’ religious affiliations and ethnic composition, and eventual

demise.

Summary: The natural sciences and their technological applications have
undoubtedly influenced the historical events of the past four centuries. Nuclear
energy, telecommunications and the invention of the steam engine are just some
examples where the study of nature has determined the historical course of
states and nations. However, the history of technology and science is still often
treated as an “internal” narrative, which only concerns specialists and is not
tangential to European and Greek history. At the same time, the natural sciences
have earned the epistemic distinction of “certain knowledge”, the invocation of
which is unquestionable. Rarely, however, is this authority recognised as the
result of a long historical course which was neither predetermined nor linear.
This course aims to describe the two-way relationship between the
emergence of modern science and technology and European and Greek history
from the 17th to the 20th century. The transition from Natural Philosophy to the
modern Natural Sciences and the parallel technological developments will be
studied through their interaction with the Reformation, the Enlightenment, the
French Revolution and, later, the Industrial Revolution. The emergence of
contemporary scientific practice will also be examined in relation to the rise of

modern nationalism, colonialism and later the World Wars and the Cold War.
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Indicative topics include the meaning and content of the Scientific
Revolution;, Newtonism as a scientific, philosophical and political theory;
theories of heat and electricity and their relation to the steam engine and the
telegraph; Darwinism, eugenics and the development of the nuclear bomb. From
a historiographical perspective, we will also discuss the relationship between
science and religion, feminist critiques of science, science in art and questions of

transfer, diffusion and mediation in the production of knowledge.

Summary: We examine aspects of internal, intra-European and intercontinental

migration/movement of populations from Western, Northern, Central and
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Central-Eastern Europe, in relation to fundamental economic, social and political
processes that decisively influenced, transformed and/or subverted the lives of
Europeans during the period under -consideration (industrialisation,
urbanisation, economic crises, war conflicts, colonial expansion, social and
welfare policies, the development of nationalisms and nationalist policies).
Within this broader context, we will be particularly concerned with specific
forms of migration, such as cyclical or seasonal migration (especially among
rural populations), transatlantic migration and phenomena such as rural exodus,
the influx of internal migrants into urban centres and their integration or
marginalization. We will also address poverty and crime in Europe in relation to
forced, intercontinental movements/migrations, the search for better living
conditions within the context of colonial empires, population displacements
resulting from the First World War and the inter-war crises. Our approach
combines both top-down perspectives -based on state policies, laws, statistics
and discourses surrounding migration- and bottom-up histories that explore the

motives, strategies, practices and lived experiences of historical subjects.

Summary: With the emergence of Martin Luther, the Roman Catholic Church
faced a full-scale attack, unprecedented in its long history. It was an assault
where acts of physical violence (iconoclastic attacks) and verbal violence
(preaching from the altar, debates in public spaces) were combined with the
revolutionary medium of the printing press, with theatrical performances and
graffiti in the streets and squares of cities and towns and, ultimately, with full-
scale military conflict. With the rise of John Calvin, the Reformation crisis initially
spread to France and the Low Countries and rapidly took on a global dimension,
marked by the formation of Protestant and Catholic Leagues which clashed
across European territories and, soon, in the colonies of the New World.

The confrontation between these two mutually-exclusive manifestations
of the Christian religion soon escalated into a total propaganda war. Both sides
used all meansseparately or in combination (hybrid forms of propaganda), in
order to crash the opponent, revealing to their target audiences his
demonic/heretical nature. In the urban communities of the West that
experienced religious division, the propaganda war quickly surpassed preaching
from the altar, posting of billboards, iconoclastic violence, public gatherings and
processions, to include targeted interventions in urban soundscapes,
even olfactory warfare. The urban milieu was subjected to repeated and violent
attempts of restructuring, with the major stake being the dominant -if not
exclusive- presence of one side over the other.

The seminar initially attempts a detailed mapping of the fields of

propaganda war between Protestants and Catholics. We shall then investigate
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various facets of this conflict (war of words, symbols and sounds) in 16th- and
17th-century Europe, to conclude with an overall appraisal of the Reformation

crisis as a revolution in communication.

Summary: The seminar focuses on the Western presence, settlement and
dominions in the Eastern Mediterranean, particularly in the context of the
crusading movement. It aims to provide a comparative examination of the period
of Latin rule (the so-called Frankokratia) in the Greek lands and the “crusader
states” established in Syria-Palestine following the First Crusade. Key topics
include: the transfer of institutions from the West and the parallel influence and
adaption of local elements; social organization and relations with native

populations; perception(s) of Otherness and the creation of new, mixed
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identities; the main primary sources for the study of Western dominions in the
Eastern Mediterranean; historiographical trends and questions pertaining to the
crusades and the crusader states - for example, whether and to what extent they
constituted an incipient form of “colonialism”. Overall, the objective is to situate
both the Frankokratia and the crusades within a wider European and

Mediterranean context.

Summary: The seminar highlights the influence of ancient visual sources and the
study from nature in the art of the early Renaissance. It explores how the path
towards a "brighter future" was paved with ideas from the past. The surviving
visual and written remains of classical antiquity inspired works of architecture,
sculpture, and painting. Artists such as Brunelleschi, Ghiberti, Donatello,
Filippino Lippi, Michelangelo, and many others studied the ancient remains that

remained visible for centuries, while humanists and wealthy patrons collected
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antiquities. At the same time, the demand for a more naturalistic depiction of the
world led these artists to imitate nature and its creative processes. A wide
variety of theories concerning the relationship between art and nature that
circulated in Renaissance treatises are discussed as well as the concepts of

natura naturata and natura naturans.

Summary: What stories do artworks tell? The work of art, the museum, the
monument, the exhibition, and the artist are all historically defined concepts.
Whose stories do they present? How have visual artists represented the
experiences of violence and destruction caused by the two World Wars of
the “short” 20th century? How do contemporary artists address historical events,

the “silences” of history, and the “sensitive”, contested, and traumatic historical
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past in their work? How does contemporary art engage with memory, the
archive, oral history, and historical research? Why do contemporary artists often
assume the role of amateur historians, aiming to create alternative narratives of
the past? In this seminar, we will analyze the ways in which historical events and
narratives are represented, interpreted, and challenged in 20th- and 21st-
century art. We will also consider how artistic representations of history and
memory shape our understanding of the past. By examining a wide range of
artworks —-from painting and sculpture to digital media and performance- and
engaging with relevant scholarship, we will explore the shifts from conventional
history painting to the so-called “archival” and the “historiographic” turns in

contemporary art.
